This property has been vacant and deteriorating for 

several months now. Per Attorney Nohrens recommendation Mayor Ruot 

requested approval to order the Minutes of Foreclosure from the title company and 

contact the family to sign a Quit Claim Deed. Maynard made the motion to approve 

ordering the Minutes of Foreclosure from the title company for 310 S. Plum and to 

contact the family to sign a Quit Claim Deed, Hite seconded. Council voting Yes:

After discussion Lower made the 

motion to have Peerless Midwest replace pump bowl assemblies on wells 18 and 19 

and check valve at a cost of $3,715.00 plus 10 to 12 hours labor at $195.00 per 



hour, Hite seconded.
