Mayor Conlin explained that the flooring is 18 years old and showing much wear
and tear. A quote of $9,267.08 was received from Flooring America. The quote includes 2,466 square
foot of carpet and 48 lineal foot of vinyl plank including prep and installation. Burcham requested that
the Village pay $5,000.00 and add to the Golf Course revolving loan account. The Golf Course would
then repay in full in fiscal year 2022-2023. After discussion Snyder made the motion to approve payment
of $5,000 from Business District Funds to Flooring America for Golf Course Pro Shop flooring. The
amount will not be added to the Golf Course revolving loan account. Whitney seconded. Council voting
Yes: Long, Traughber, Jordan, Snyder, Whitney and Hayes.
